in English and French,to all the participants of the congress,who should
have booked at least 6 months in advance.

- During the congress,the general reporters have to deliver a lecture on their
subject, different from their already circulated report, but covering the
subject closely, with exemples taken from the country mhere the congress is

held ,These lectures must be available in print,in both languages,during
the congress.
The Bureau approved, in principle, this scheme and decided to write to

Prof .Cabral requesting him to submit to their approval, within three months,

the names of the general reporters and the subjects he has chaosen for each.

Course in Lisbon

The members of the Bureau examined the programme submitted by Prof.Cabral
and approved it, in principle.They decided that the course should stress the
following points :

a) the objective is the setting and preservation of historical monuments
and their surroundings.

b) historical gardens as historical monuments.

c¢) the future of historical gardens and their protection.

The Bureau decided to write Prof.Cabral accordingly, and request him to
report to the Bureau after submitting the programme to Gulbenkian Foundation.

Foundation members of IFLA

In order to find out, once for ever, exactly who are the foundation members,
according to the Constitution,the Bureau decided to request Mr,lovejoy to serd
the original declaration signed in Cambridge 1948,to the Secretariat.

Presidential election

The Bureau had decided to request a lawyer, Dr.Burk, notary in Stuttgart,
to open the voting papers, received by the Secretary General from the mem-
bers of the Grund Council for the election of the President.

The voting papers were counted in the presence of the members of the Bu-
reau, less the President, and opened by Dr.Burk.The following results were
registered :

30 voting papers received : 22 votes for Mr.R.Schreiner
votes for Mrs.J.Stensson
vote invalid
blank paper

Dr.burk made out an official report, a copy of which was sent to the
members of the Bureau and IFLA files.

tive Committee decided that a President should be re-eligible at some later

\Stage,though he could not be re-elected for more than one consecutive term of

itwo years, thus serving as President for no more than 4 consecutive years.
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d kir ,Perrin therefore suggested to alter the wording of the French text ac-
! cordingly, as follows :

This leaves open the possibility of re-electing the President some time in hie
future. The Bureau decided to write to the members of the Executive Committee
requesting them to approve this new wording within six weeks.

Printing of the Constitution

The Bureau decided to investigate the cost of printing the Constitution,in a
booklet enclesing the French und the English text, 1.000 or 7.000 copies.The
printers in charge of the report on Education,in Portugal ,should offer the
lowest estimates.

Bye-Laws

The Secretary General made out a draft for the new Bye-Laws,and submitted it
to the members of the Bureau and Frof .Cabral ,requesting them to send him their
comments within three weeks,so as to permit him to make a new draft to be sub=-
mitted to Miss Colvin, Prof.Cabral and ¥r. Perrin.

Henewal of Grand Council delegates

According to the Constitution, the members of the Grand Council are renewed
at the rate of one third every two years.The delegates can be re-appointed by
the society they represent.In order to find out wvhich societies should appoin™
or re-appoint & delegate to the Grand Council in 1868,the Bureau decided to
vrite to the associations who did not appoint a delegate in 1966,requesting
them to confirm the date at which they last appointed a delegate.

The Bureau also decided that the procedure for appointing new delegates
shoula be clearly defined in the Bye-Laws.

Czecoslovakia

whilst attending the UIA Conference in Prague,as IFLA's official representati-
ve,lir.D.Lovejoy met several Czechoslovakian architects,and gathered some in-
teresting information on the landscape work done in the country.Trying to gt

CONGRESS BUREAU

The BOARD, considering the utmost importance of the congresses to
IFLA, decided that the Federation should supervise, assist, advise and
co-operate with the organizers of the congresses, in order to make
them a success.

The President opened the session at 8.30 p.n. and welcomed the members
of the Executive Committee.

President's report The President's report having been previously circulated to
all members of the Grand Council was examined and approved.

Secretary General's report The report, having been previously circulated to

all members of the Grand Council,was ewamined and
approved, particularly as regards the efforts of the Bureau towards closer
co-operation with international organizations.

Ireasurer's report The Treasurer being absent,the Seceretary General submitted
the Treasurer's report and budget for 1969,which the Exe -

cutive Committee examined and approved.The President proposed to accept the
Ireasurer's suggestion to suppress the ammual meeting of the Auditors,in view
of the fact that two members of the Grand Council could easily check the books
and the accounts at the annuzl meeting,thus relieving the budget of the cor-
responding expenses.The Executive Committee approved the motion.

The Executive Committee also approved the Treasurer's comments regarding
the meetings of the Bureau and the maintenance of a permanent secretariat.

The Secretary Generul exposed the difficulties related to the publishing
of the IFLi book,and read a letter from the publishers Mouton & Co,who took
over the fixm from Messrs Djambatan, claiming that the expenses for the trans-
lation of the texts,80if of which were sent in Gexman, and general printing
cost are very high,so that they could not undertake the printing of the bock
unless IFLA contributes about US.7 6.000,-,0r takes the engagement to buy at
least 500 copies of the book. The Executive Committee decided that the matter
should be discussed closely with the publishers, before being submitted to the
Grand Council. The Executive Committee decided that the publishing of the book
was very important, at least in English,so that every effort should be made
to obtain it.

AS the only income IFi.. can expect, for the time being,is based on mem -
bership fees, the Executive Committee decided to recommend to the Grand Coun-
cil %o adopt the solution suggested by the Treasurer to increase the fees,
preferably by cancelling the upper limit.This would affect the national socie-
ties that have more than 300 members, for the time being only the ASLA.

Prof .Owens declared that he was prepared to put the question to the ASLA
with the assistance of IFLAL'S President and Seciretary General, at the annual
meeting of Buffalo.

Relations with international organizations The Executive Committee approved
the intense activity deéveloped du-
ring the last year by the members of the Bureau to strengthen the bounds bet -
ween IFLA and UNESCO, IUCNW, FAO, AIT, etc.,and decided to recommend to the
Grand Council to support further negociations with international organizatiors
in order to promote the closest co-operation.It is essential for IFLA that the
profession of landscape architect be universally recognized by all governments'
departments,international organizations and the allied professions,as playing
a leading role in every big prospect involving landscape planning, particular-
ly in the developing countries.

Professor Cabral exposed the situation, advised that the grant would
probably not be renewed, unless IFLA could justify it by some new achieve-
ment ., This led Prof. Cabral to suggest the organization of a summer course
in Lisbon, for landscape architectes and students, on the subject of the
consexrvation and setting of historical monuments and sites. Such a course
would eventually be sponsored by the Gulbenkian Foundation, and would ako
correspond to UNESCO's particular interest in the subject, thus serving
IFLA's interests in both directions. Prof.Cabral informed the Executive
Committee of his contacts with some lecturers who would accept to contri -
bute to this course, and also suggested that a meeting between landscape
architects and responsible representatives of the various countries in-
terested in the conservation of historical gardens be organized in the
summer of 1968, Many problems are raised,and the Executive Committee sug =
gested that they be discussed by a Working Party on Historical Gardens.

The President suggested that the first point to establish would be
that a historical garden actually is a historical monument.

The Executive Committee decided to recommend to the Grand Council to

The above listed members of the Executive Committee assembled
in Mr. Shurcliff's room for an informal discussion of plans and

arrangements for the Amsterdam Congress in 1960.

Tours and Panel Discussions

Various details of conducting a Congress were discussed,
including the advisability of emphasizing tours or panel dis-
cussions, or both. It was reported that Mr, Miller, Israel
Delegate, felt the well planned panel discussions on various
phases of the pro-Annual Meeting of the ASLA held in Washington
June 30 - July 2, was highly successful. Mr. Miller recommended
that the Executive Committee give consideration to the same type
of arrangement for the Amsterdam Congress. Mr. Owens stated
that some of his ASILA colleagues who are engaged in teaching in
U.3.A. Universities had offered the constructive criticiem that
the lectures presented at the Working Sessions of the recently
adjourned IFLA Congress in Washington did not follow a carefully
chosen theme, and that regardinﬁ it in retrospect, its lasting
impression is that it was "busy" - too much repetition of ideas
and the same kinds of slides with gaps of important professional
activity entirely lacking!

M. Duprat reported he had observed that panel discussions
on various facets of landscape architecture can be highly success=-
ful at a National Congress, but translations which are necessary
at an international congress go slowly, and when too many panel
discussions are scheduled seem to partially kill the spirit of the
Congress,

Big Name Experts

Mme. Bodorff stated she thought the time had arrived when
the Exec. Committee might promote an entirely new kind of Congress

Program by bringing in "big name" experts. She seemed to think
this type of program would be particularly appropriate for a
Congress held in Holland. There ensued a discussion of names of

outstanding persons engaged in related fields of planning. Among
those mentioned were: Gropins, Marcelins, Neutra, and Brazilian
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landscape architect Berle Marx. The question was raised as to
whether or not IFLA would pay honoriums and expenses for such
program participants. This matter was not resolved.

During this discussion of related professions experts, Miss
Crowe mentioned that, in her opinion, there is no need to include
on the program collaborating Interior Decorators. Mme. Bodorff
cautioned that we should also beware of aggressive Horticulturists
in Holland.

Theme

It was suggested that "Relationship of Landscape Architecture
with the other closely Related Professions" be considered as a
theme. No action taken,

Mr. Boye expressed himself in feeling that whatever theme
is chosen, it should be one with an international appeal. He
emphasized the importance of making the Congress in Holland one
which would unquestionably be an international conference.

Mr. Byjhouwer

At 10,30 p.m. Mr, Byjhouwer was invited to join the group,
and a concise summary of the above - outlined discussion was
reported to him by President Shurcliff. Mr. By jhouwer made his
position clear in pointing out that he is not a member of the
Board of the Dutch Assn. of Landscape Architects. He assured us,
nevertheless, that he felt they would be honored and very happy
to serve as Congress holders in 1960 and would cooperate in plan-
ning the type of program desired as well as exhibits and tours.
